GENERAL POLICIES 
 

PRIORITIES 
The Mabee Center provides facilities for physical 
education, intercollegiate athletics, intramurals and 
recreation.  The Center is an integral part of the 
instructional facilities of the William Jewell College and 
it is necessary to schedule activities in the building 
according to these priorities: 

1. WJC Instructional Programs 
2. WJC Varsity Athletics 
3. WJC Faculty, Staff, and Student 
4. Open recreation for Health Club 

members 
The Mabee Center is available for appropriate uses on a 
rental basis to individuals outside of the college 
community. Please contact Mabee Center staff for 
information.  See Scheduling/Rental.  
 

IDENTIFICATION POLICY 
A membership card is issued to all Health Club 
members and will be required upon admission to the 
building.  Current students, faculty and staff may use 
their college ID’s.   

 
FACILITIES / SERVICES 

All recreational facilities will be available at designated 
times in accordance with specific policies.  Facilities 
available are the: 

1. Arena for basketball and jogging 
2. Swimming pool 
3. Handball/Racquetball 
4. Weight room 
5. Circuit training / Fitness Center 
6. Multi-purpose room 
7. Outdoor sand volleyball 
8. Outdoor track 
9. Outdoor tennis courts 
10. Locker rooms 

During recreational periods, use of open spaces other 
than basketball and jogging, is decided by the Facilities 
Coordinator or the Physical Education staff. Locker 
rooms and showers will be available.  No towels are 
provided.  Please see the monthly calendar. *   

 
 

MEMBERSHIP FEES  
The Mabee Center will make available to non-college 
personal annual health club memberships.  Fees are paid 
annually and your membership runs one year from the 
date you join the Center.  Cash, personal checks, Master 
Card, Visa, and Discover are accepted.   
  

We regret 
that refunds cannot be made when memberships are 
terminated prior to completion of an annual 
commitment.

GUIDELINES FOR THE  
MABEE CENTER 

 
NO DAILY PASSES WILL BE SOLD. 
 

The Mabee Center is a smoke-free facility. 
 

Alcoholic beverages are not permitted in the building or 
in the parking lot.   
 

The weight room is closed, during the academic year, 3 
pm to 6:30 pm for varsity athletics. 
 

Personal property is the responsibility of the individual.   
 

A parent or responsible adult should accompany all 
children under 16. (18 or over) 
 

Children must be 15 years old to use the weight room 
and the fitness center equipment.  
 

For the protection of all members, individuals engaging 
in inappropriate behavior will be requested to leave the 
facility.   
 

All handball / racquetball courts are available on a first 
come first serve basis. 
 

Shoes and attire appropriate to the various areas of the 
building are required.  Only rubber-sole, tennis-type 
shoes may be used in the arena areas.   
 

Members should be knowledgeable of posted guidelines 
concerning the use of the specific areas of the facilities. 
 

The center will be closed, with the exception of the pool 
and the weight room, during all varsity basketball 
games and volleyball games.
